Category 1-3 Posters and Category 4 Multi-media will be judged on: 

· Creativity (use of the theme); 

· Overall Fire Safety Knowledge; and, 

· Artistic quality. 

Regional Poster & Multi-media Competition: 
Regional Organization if applicable explain how prizes will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners of each category (if applicable).   
The winners from the Regional Poster Competition will be eligible to enter the National Poster Competition, which will entitle them to prizes from AFAC and/or the Minister of Aboriginal Affairs and Northern Development Canada.
National winners may be selected to represent the Poster & Multi-media Competition winners at the National Aboriginal Firefighter Competition and Award Banquet, to be held in Moncton, NB August 2012.
